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Assessment is an essential part of teaching.  Whether it is done to inform the student, your teaching, or to rate a student’s performance, assessment is an integral part of instruction.  
We have already looked at a number of options for assessment and here is your opportunity to apply what you have learned.  This assignment will be integrated into the WebQuest assignment.  You can use this assessment anywhere in your WebQuest, but it MUST serve an essential purpose and not just be an add-on activity.
Requirements:

1. Computer Technology - Assessment must involve the use of a computer technology.  This can be the Microsoft Word reviewing feature, an online quiz, or a form submission. (other forms of assessment are possible)
2. Accessible - All users must be able to use the assessment.  Therefore, you cannot use an internal assessment system, or an online site that prohibits users from accessing the assessment.
3. Purposeful - The assessment must serve a purpose in the WebQuest (no add-ons just to fill this requirement).  The evaluation portion of the WebQuest would be a natural fit.
4. Description – All necessary instructions and/or templates need to be included with the assessment.
a. Include detailed instructions, rubrics, templates, etc. on the Teacher’s page.

b. If you are using something like the Word reviewing feature, include the rubric or other guide to providing feedback on the assessment.

5. Design – This must be integrated into the WebQuest assignment, thus the same requirements for professionalism of design in that assignment hold true in this assignment.

Scoring: 

This assignment is worth 30 points.  Each category is worth 6 points.
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
