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In at attempt to cover a variety of assessment related topics in as short a period as possible, I chose 4 categories for us to explore.  I broke these up into 4 categories and assigned a group to each.

1) e-Portfolios (EFL 1 - Rachel & Phoenix) 

2) Quiz websites (ESL 1 - Michelle, Mary P, & Meghan) 

3) Authoring Software (EFL 2 - Ken, Fion, & Jeremiah) 

4) Process Writing (ESL 2 - Cindy & Mary H) 

Each category has a number of resource links associated with it.  I thought that these would be helpful in your research.  I encourage you to familiarize yourself with these resources and to bring in resources of your own.

Each team will develop a PowerPoint presentation that addresses their category as it relates to assessment.  These presentations will consist of bulleted lists that answer a set of questions.  Do not write a long narrative.  It will take you too long and be too difficult to read.  Keep each slide brief and only answer the questions below.

Each presentation must answer these points (address each point on a separate slide).

1) What are e-Portfolios, Quiz websites, Authoring Software, or Process Writing? (choose your category)
2) What is the place of [your category] in the broader topic of assessment?
3) Benefits of these assessments (Authoring Software is exempt)

4) Benefits of the technology(ies) that support these assessments
a. Each technology or group of technologies should each be listed and commented upon.
5) Drawbacks of these assessments (Validity is always an issue in assessment)(Authoring Software is exempt)

6) Drawbacks of the technology(ies) that support these assessments
a. Each technology or group of technologies should each be listed and commented upon.
7) List resources that you used in this assignment (with URLs) - no annotations are necessary, but do try to categorize the resources if possible.

Category specific questions for Authoring Tools in lieu of discussing types of assessment (each must be a heading in your presentation)
Authoring Tools:

1) Where can these tools be found? (URL)
2) How much are they? ($$, shareware, freeware, etc.)
3) Are they difficult to use?  (if possible test them)
4) What kinds of assessment do they enable teachers to conduct?
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
