Informal Community Reports

Introduction

During this Program, students will be assigned informal community reports.  Two students will be assigned to a topic.  Students must choose one subject in their topic.  They will then give a presentation on their subject.  Your participation in this report will count toward your participation grade.

What are informal community reports?

These are informal reports to share information with class members.  The purpose of doing informal community reports is to give you a chance to interact with the community, find information, and share what you find with the class.  You are encouraged to find information about your selected subject by searching through the phone book and making phone calls and by going to places in person to locate information to share.  If you are able to obtain brochures or other printed materials, please bring them in on the day of your report.  Your report should take at least five minutes, but you are encouraged to speak for as long as it takes.

Instructions

You and a partner will be assigned one topic.  Then you will choose a subject in that topic.  No duplicate subjects are allowed, so decide which one you and your partner want and tell me what it is.  Once you have chosen your subject and have told me about it, decide how you will get information on your subject.  The research will be done outside of class. 

* Remember, your report will NOT be on one of the five topics.  It will be about one of the subjects in that topic. (i.e., my report is on the subject of taxis in Champaign-Urbana, NOT about services in Champaign-Urbana)
